Professional Judgment Guidelines for Graduate/Professional Students
Creighton University will follow the guidelines listed below for making adjustments to a student’s cost of attendance.  These guidelines have been developed after careful review of the federal regulations regarding cost of attendance and professional judgment.   The Financial Aid Office has worked in conjunction with all of our professional schools develop these guidelines.  

Child care expenses – we will increase a student’s budget for one half of the total paid for child care expenses for married students, if the spouse is employed.  The child(ren) must attend a recognized child care facility. 
Medical expenses – we will adjust budgets for medical expenses incurred by the student not paid by insurance.  This adjustment will be for the student only.
Health insurance for the student will remain in the cost of attendance based upon the premiums provided from Creighton’s Student Health.
Car repair expenses – we will adjust budgets for the vehicle the student drives to/from school.  Students are expected to cover regular maintenance, such as oil changes, as part of the transportation allowance that is included in the cost of attendance.   
All budget adjustments must be for expenses incurred during the academic year and can only be done for things that are directly-related to your attendance at Creighton University.
